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DOMESTIC ADOPTION PROGRAM 

ADOPTION FEE POLICY (all inclusive fee)

It is expected that adoptive parents will pay the costs associated with this service, scaled to their income.  The fee is determined by salaries of both husband and wife as well as other sources of income, i.e. interest, bonus, etc.  For most families, it is determined by the gross annual income figure on your most current federal tax return, line 22.  For military families and others with significant income that is not taxed, we will also need to have a copy of your most recent pay statement to determine the additional income from allowances.  In determining the fee, an income of $25,000 is a fee of $3,000.  If their yearly income is more than half way to the next bracket, they pay the higher fee.  For example, if a client earns $27,500 or above, they move to the next level of the scale.    Fees for the rest of the scale are determined in a like manner to a maximum of $20,000.  There is a $200 non-refundable application fee.  For convenience of adoptive parents, the fee is paid in three installments:

1) At the initial interview

2) Placement of a child

3) At the conclusion of the supervisory period

If the home study is discontinued or not approved, the initial payment will be refunded, minus the time expended.  (This time will be charged at $95.00 per hour.)
