FEE SCHEDULE FOR PARENTAL PLACEMENT

In order to meet the agency costs in assisting with parental placements that comply with the Virginia Code, Catholic Charities of the Diocese of Arlington, Inc. must ask prospective adoptive parents to pay the following fees:  (circle those that apply)

For families applying for a second home study when Catholic Charities of the Diocese of Arlington completed the first study, the cost is $875 payable at the first interview.  This cost is lower because the process is abbreviated.  Updates will be charged at the rate of $95/hr.  All other services will be charged as specified above.

*The law mandates a number of additional services that must be provided to both the prospective adoptive parents and the birth parent(s).  These services may vary with changing state requirements, and with the circumstances of individual cases.  Fees for these services will be computed at the rate of $95 per hour.  The retainer will usually cover the cost of these services.  If because of the circumstances of your particular case, the retainer funds are expended and additional services are needed, then you will be asked for an additional amount.   If there is a remainder in your retainer account, it will be returned to you.  

** There will be an additional charge of $40/hr for travel that exceeds 25 miles from an office that provides adoption services.

SIMULTANEOUS INTERVIEW POLICY

We do not feel that waiver of the simultaneous interview is in the best interests of all parties and will not participate in the finalization of an adoption where this interview has been waived. An exception to this policy is in close family adoptions.

We understand that the Virginia code mandates that birth parents be counseled about their options and may choose not to relinquish the baby for adoption or may choose another prospective family.  In such cases we cannot guarantee reimbursement of fees and expenses already paid.  We also understand that the birth parents may request that other allowable expenses associated with the pregnancy and the adoption, such as medical costs and legal fees be paid.  Such expenses may be handled directly between birth parents and adoptive parents but these payments must be disclosed to the Court.  Temporary foster care is not normally provided but may be requested on a case-by-case basis, and will be charged at the prevailing daily rate.

Once the child is placed with you and the Interlocutory Order is entered, the post placement visits will begin.  You will be asked to pay for the three required post placement visits and the Report of  Visitation before the first post placement visit. This amount will be $325.00 each, for a total of $1,300.

If a home study is terminated before completion, the retainer and home study fee will be returned except for a deduction for hours spent by the agency workers, computed at the rate of $95 per hour. We understand that should we decide to delay the completion of our home study beyond 6 months from the time of the first interview, we may be asked to sign a new fee agreement reflecting the current charge for services.  If we delay the completion of the home study beyond a year, the social worker may close our record.  We would need to re-apply and sign a new fee agreement if we later requested that Catholic Charities complete a home study for us.
